The horror, the destruction of the Port's grain silos, the neighboring
districts, an image of the end of the world. Collapsed houses, devas-
ated streets, and Inmocent vietims.

To date: 191 deaths, 6,000 injured, some very serlously, and many
missing ... 300,000 people homeless, students without scheol ... and
immense nlhnll,[.

In haomage to these Innocent victims, to the traumatized survivors, to
all the shocked people, to all the altruistic and courageous heroes,
we need a Memorial.

Time erases everything, but the symbels remain. A reminder of these
moments must exist. For contemporaries and future generations.
WE MUST NEVER FORGET

Concept:

This memorial located on the outskirts of the Port of Balrut, facing
the destroyed cllq‘ is the light of rn-rnu?. a beacon l!llult oblivion.
It forms the ink betwean the Port, the city and the victims.
Parfactly visible and accessible to all.

The cancept is based on a set of symbolic elements representing the
tragie events. A eircular esplanade which Is the expression of the
mushroom that Iip.lll- during the destructivea explosion. A column
of decomposed burnt concrete, like a finger raised to the sky, cut
inte two parts betwaen which emerges a baam of light lit 24 hours.
This Jet of light will amerge strongly each day at the fateful hour, a
line of light towards the firmament. The cut-out top of a dove silhou-
ette symbolizing innocent souls torn from life.

A transparent blanket suspended around the column on which the
mames of all the victims are engraved. The reading is done by looking
upwards, the shadow cast of its mames will be visible on the ground
and on visitors, an interaction .hlmlt-.“- those who are gone and the
ving.

At the top of the column are 3D projectors that will reflect images of
the avent intearmittently on the silos according to a commamaorative
schaduls.

The principle of projection onto the siles can be concaived in differ-
ant ways.
1-Part of the destroyed bulilding is kept as a memory.

2- The silos are tnmplﬂnlr rabullt.

3- Disappearance of the construction from Its location, In this case a
holographiec presentation will be made on its original lecation.

A museum located undar the esplanade Is the visual memory of the
tragedy and its consequencas through images, fllms, objacts, on
interactive elements with the public including audio testimonies of
the survivors.

Between the esplanade and the road, a monument representing the
date and time of the disaster, covered with dark mirrors, reflects
the city, the movements, the sky, the traffic. This reflection is l:l-
onymous with the life and ul-t?nu of those who stay, those who
continue ...
